INTRODUCTION


The Department of Public Safety, Ohio Emergency Management Agency (Ohio EMA), through the Emergency Management Assistance Compact (EMAC), Ohio Revised Code (ORC) Sections 5502.22, 5502.29, 5502.291, and 5502.40, coordinates emergency management and interstate mutual aid for the State of Ohio.  EMAC is the interstate mutual aid agreement to which states belong that allows states to assist each other in times of disaster.  When any member state’s Governor declares a disaster or when a disaster is imminent, as in the case of the recent hurricanes impacting the Gulf Coast, other member states may agree to provide assistance in response to requests from the impacted state(s).  The assistance from other member states may be in the form of personnel and/or other resources.  EMAC has been operational since the threat of Hurricane Gustav was imminent and will remain operational until the impacted states’ needs are met.  In response to EMAC requests, several local government employees have volunteered to respond.  In cooperation with __________ (herein after referred to “Governmental Entity”), Ohio EMA has identified several experienced and qualified “Governmental Entity” employees who are available to deploy to assist Louisiana (herein after referred to as “Requesting State”) with response and recovery missions.  These “Governmental Entity” employees will travel to and work in support of the “Requesting State” performing the mission described in the agreed-upon Requisition (REQ-A).
STATEMENT OF WORK


This Intergovernmental Agreement establishes a contract between the Ohio EMA and "Governmental Entity" for the loan of this "Governmental Entity" employee and related resources for the time period specified above.


Said employees shall remain employees of the “Governmental Entity” throughout the deployment.  Ohio EMA hereby agrees to coordinate the necessary travel arrangements and other mission details for the employees.  During the deployment “Governmental Entity” employees are responsible for keeping detailed accounting of their work using the forms provided by Ohio EMA.  Use of these forms, based on the estimates provided in the REQ-A, will result in more efficient reimbursement processing.


“Governmental Entity” employees will continue to be paid by their employer, will continue to receive the same benefits as if working at their home station, and will carry with them all the liability protections of “Governmental Entity” employees as if working at their home station.  Ohio EMA assumes no responsibility for these employees other than the accomplishment of their travel arrangements, assistance with the preparation of the REQ-A and costs estimates, the submission of completed deployment costs through the EMAC reimbursement process to the “Requesting State,” and the transmittal of reimbursement from the “Requesting State” back to the “"Governmental Entity.”  “Governmental Employees” will report to the agreed-upon location and contact personnel upon arrival and perform duties as assigned.  

Deployed “Governmental Entity” personnel should contact their home station upon arrival in the “Requesting State” and should work through the EMAC Desk at Ohio EMA for any changes or issues with the deployment.  The EMAC A-Team in the “Requesting State” will assist with gathering emergency contact information for all deployed personnel and progress reports on their deployment and additional needs throughout the period of deployment.

COST ESTIMATES & REIMBURSEMENT


“Governmental Entities” should provide the best estimate of costs available.  Deployed personnel are responsible for maintaining proper accounting for their work and expenses while employed.  Use of the forms provided by Ohio EMA is recommended.  Each “Governmental Entity” will prepare a reimbursement package using the procedures provided by Ohio EMA and submit it to Ohio EMA.  Ohio EMA will check the documentation, resolve any issues and forward the reimbursement package to the “Requesting State.”  Ohio EMA will work with the “Requesting State” on any issues identified in their review of the package.


Upon receipt of reimbursement from the “Requesting State”, Ohio EMA will transmit that reimbursement to “Governmental Entity” in the final amount allowed for the mission by the “Requesting State.”  The “Governmental Entity” shall submit evidence of costs incurred and paid to, with all appropriate documentation, to Ohio EMA within 60 days of the employees’ return.  Ohio EMA will reimburse “Governmental Entity” within 30 days of receipt of reimbursement from the “Requesting State.”

AMENDMENT


This Agreement may only be amended by mutual agreement of the parties.  Amendments shall not be binding unless they are in writing and signed by personnel authorized to bind each of the parties.  Corresponding amendment of the REQ-A is required.  Coordination of any changes and amendment documents will be made by Ohio EMA.
TERMINATION


Either party may terminate this Agreement prior to the agreed-upon date with advance notification to the other party.  If this Agreement is so terminated, the parties shall be liable only for performance completed or costs incurred in accordance with the terms of this Agreement prior to the effective date of termination.


IN WITNESS THEREOF, the parties hereto have executed this agreement on the dates shown below.  This Agreement and the corresponding REQ-A contain all the terms and conditions agreed upon by the parties.  No other understandings, oral or otherwise, regarding the subject matter of this Agreement shall be deemed to exist or to bind any of the parties hereto.
